He is the first Hispanic-American 

to sit on the Third Circuit, and the 

highest ranking federal judge to 

graduate from the UB Law

 Before taking the bench, 

Judge Fuentes was in private 

practice in Jersey City, New Jer-

sey, at the firm Miller, Hochman, 

Meyerson and Schaeffer.  After 

two years in general practice he 

started his own firm—Fuentes, 

Plant and Velazquez.  In 1978, he 

was appointed City of Newark 

municipal judge and served until 

1986.  In 1987, Judge Fuentes 

was appointed to the New Jersey 

Superior Court by Gov. Thomas

he 2010-2011 aca-

demic year has been 

memorable for the 

Buffalo Law Review, 

as 2011 marks the Law Review’s 

sixtieth year of publication. In 

order to properly commemorate 

this anniversary, our 2010-2011 

Law Review editors and associ-

ates have worked diligently to 

publish five quality issues, recruit 

new members, and give back to 

the UB Law School and Greater 

Buffalo communities.  

This year‘s editors began 

their term in the late spring of 

2010. Note and Comment Editors 

graded over one hundred Blue-

book exams and casenotes, Arti-

cles Editors reviewed a steady 

stream of submissions, and Publi-

cations Editors proofread articles 

for our July issue. In addition, 

with the help of the 2009-2010 

Editorial Board, this year‘s Edito-

rial Board launched an online 

extension of the Law Review over 

the summer, called The Docket. 

The Docket features short pieces 

by professors and legal practitio-

ners on current legal topics. 

In August, our organization 

welcomed a new class of thirty-

three associates, whose enthusi-

asm and dedication have played a 

large role in making this year a 

success. As the school year began 

in the fall, Law Review members 

finalized our December issue, 

and acquired content for our 

January, April, and May issues. 

Our publication efforts continued 

through the Bridge Term and into 

second semester. Currently we 

are completing work on the 2010-

2011 Board‘s final issue, which 

will be published in May. 

This year, the Buffalo Law 

Review has made it a priority to 

publish articles on a wide range 

of topics. We have featured 

pieces on issues ranging from 

public sector collective bargain-

ing, to the Endangered Species 

Act, to legal realism. Our July 

2010 edition was our symposium 

issue, and included six articles on 

the topic of ―Advertising and the 

Law.‖ A piece from our January 

issue—Trademark Infringement, 

Trademark Dilution, and the De-

cline in Sharing of Famous Brand 

Names: An Introduction and Em-

pirical Study by Robert Brauneis 

and Paul Heald—was recently 

selected as one of the year‘s best 

law review articles related to in-

tellectual property law, and will 

be featured in the 2011 edition of 

the Intellectual Property Law 

Review. 

The Buffalo Law Review 

published four excellent student 

pieces this year. Our student au-

thors were Elizabeth Blazey, 

Shayna Hutchins, Ryan Seher, 

and Estelle Hofschneider.  

Our members have ventured 

outside the Law Review office 

this year as well, taking on active 

roles in both the law school and 

local communities. The Law Re-

view spearheaded our annual 

Mentoring Program, in which 

first-year students are matched up 

with Law Review mentors who 

help them transition to law school 

and learn more about our organi-

zation. Law Review members 

have taken part in student recruit-

ment events at the law school, 

and recently prepared dinner at 

Buffalo‘s Ronald McDonald 

House for our spring community 

service project.

Four Law Review members 

were selected for the honor of 

being published in the Buffalo 

Law Review this year.  The 

comments chosen cover a wide 

range of contemporary legal 

issues. 

Elizabeth Rose Blazey‘s 

comment, published in Decem-

ber, is entitled Controlling 

Government Secrecy: A Judi-

cial Solution to the Internal and 

External Conflicts Surrounding 

the State Secrets Privilege, and 

discusses the government‘s 

legally-recognized privilege to 

withhold information that may 

bear on national security.  The 

article first examines the inter-

nal conflict within the govern-

ment over which branch should 

define and control the privilege. 

Next, the comment explores 

three recent extraordinary ren-

dition cases, and discusses how, 

without executive control over 

the state secrets privilege, they 

would likely expose informa-

tion that would have a detri-

mental impact on national secu-

rity. Finally, the comment ar-

gues that the executive branch 

has the capability and compe-

tency to make decisions about 

information security, and 

should define and control the 

state secrets privilege, with 

limited oversight by the judici-

ary.  

Shayna A. Hutchins‘ com-

ment, published in January, is 

entitled Flip that Prosecution 

Strategy: An Argument for Us-

ing RICO to Prosecute Large-

Scale Mortgage Fraud. The 

article explores the impact of 

mortgage fraud on the United 

States economy in the past ten 

years. It explains why current 

mortgage fraud prosecution 

strategies are inadequate, and 

fail to sufficiently deter perpe-

trators from committing similar 

acts in the future. The comment 

argues that The Racketeer In-

fluenced and Corrupt Organiza-

tions Act should be used to 

prosecute large-scale mortgage 

fraud, discussing its required 

statutory elements and how 

they are met by mortgage fraud 

perpetrators. The article reasons 

that prosecution of mortgage 

fraud falls squarely into RICO‘s 

broad legislative purpose, and 

that its higher fines, longer 

prison sentences, provisions for 

asset forfeiture, and the stigma 

that it brings to perpetrators 

make it an effective prosecution 

strategy.  

Ryan R. Seher‘s comment, 

slated to be published in April, 

is entitled I Want to Ride My 

Bicycle: Why and How Cities 

Plan for Bicycle Infrastructure.  

Advocating the expansion of 

bicycle accommodations, the 

comment discusses the means 

by which bicycle infrastructure 

plans promote the health, safety, 

and welfare of citizens.  It also 

examines the legal concerns 

involved with bicycle planning, 

such as funding and liability.  

Finally, the comment critically 

evaluates plans from the State 

of Oregon and the City of Port-

land that demonstrate the suc-

cessful development of bicycle 

infrastructure. 

Estelle A. Hofschneider‘s 

comment, scheduled for publica-

tion in May, is entitled Protect-

ing Refugees and Immigrants on 

United States Soil But Not “in 

the United States”: The Unique 

Case of the Commonwealth of 

the Northern Mariana Islands.  

The comment examines the 

covenant that created the North-

ern Mariana Islands as a com-

monwealth associated with the 

United States.  It then explores 

the consequences of the union 

on protections for refugees and 

battered spouses, over which the 

Commonwealth initially main-

tained local control.  Hofschnei-

der argues that the Common-

wealth does not provide a stable 

situation for those fleeing perse-

cution, despite the recently initi-

ated transition to federal control 

over immigration.
